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History of the College

"Peasants and nobles, although they have immovable wealth of nature, they cannot take
advantage of it. They don't know how to develop their estate and garden-vineyards, apart from
the ancient means. There is no demonstration farm, where they and their children could see
the repair of the land and agricultural tools, which will facilitate the work of the owner of the
estate." - wrote I. Tsinamdzghvrishvili In 1883, in the newspaper "Droeba".

At that time, there was only one school in the region of Dusheti, where the population was
56,764, while the nearby villages of Saguramo did not have a single school. According to this
fact I. Tsinamdzghvrishvili explained the decrease in the economic condition of the people.

In accordance of llia Tsinamdzghvrishvili, "building a farm and moving forward in life can only
be done by spreading literacy, rural agricultural and workshop knowledge among the
residents."

On September 4, 1883, the first agricultural school was opened in Tsinamdzghvriantkari with
the great efforts of llia Tsinamdzghvrishvili and the support of advanced Georgian intelligentsia.
Studying at the school was conducted according to the regulations made by Jacob Gogebashvili
and the programs developed by Niko Tskhvedadze.

The following were taught in the school: Agriculture, Horticulture, Viticulture, Wine-making,
vegetable growing, silk farming, Cattle-breeding, Poultry-breeding, bee-keeping and Forestry.

Ilia Tsinamdzghvrishvili was well aware of the importance of theory and practice in learning. He
donated 55 hectares of land from his own estate to the school. The school also had a
dormitory.

In 1924, a special class was added to the school and it was named an agricultural school, since
1928 it has been called the Central Experimental-Demonstration Agricultural School.

Since 1933, the educational institution was named Agricultural Technical School. Since 1966, it
has been called the basic Tsinamdzghvriantkari’s Agricultural Technical School named after
Tsinamdzghvrishvili.

Since 1993, Tsinamdzghvdriantkari’s school has been transformed into the Humanitarian-
Ecological College named after Tsinamdzghvrishvili, and since 2008, as a result of the
reorganization of two schools (Mtskheta Vocational Lyceum and the Humanitarian-Ecological
College of Tsinamdzghvriantkari), it has been formed into the LEPL Tsinamdzghvriantkari Center
of Vocational Training of Tsinamdzghvrishvili. In 2010, the school was liquidated.

On June 17, 2014, by the order of the Minister of Education and Science of Georgia, a legal
entity under public law - llia Tsinamdzghvrishvili Public College was founded.

As a result of the study of professional educational institutions by the Ministry of Education and
Science of Georgia, a critical situation in terms of territorial access to professional education
was highlighted.

Taking into account the recommendations of the "Commission for Studying the Need,
Feasibility and Implementation of New Vocational Educational Institutions"” established on the
basis of the Order N69 of the Minister of Education and Science of Georgia of February 28,
2013, a working group was formed, which was tasked to study the needs of the Mtskheta-
Mtianeti region in terms of vocational education and development of a project for the
establishment of new professional educational institutions.

The group of experts used the results of the research carried out by the US Agency for
International Development and the International Organization for Migration: "National Labor
Market Survey of Georgia", studied the economic, social and educational needs of the region
and identified the need to establish and develop vocational schools as independent educational
institutions in all four districts of the region.

On June 17, 2014, by the order #72/N of the Minister of Education and Science of, the public
college named after llia Tsinamdzghvrishvili, a legal entity under public law, was founded.
